[bookmark: _GoBack]The Public Hearing was called to order by Supervisor Hill at 5:00 p.m.  on September 11, 2014. The Pledge of Allegiance followed the opening of the meeting.

The meeting opened with discussion on the fact that this millage rate funds a part of the total 205 Fund.  Question from Buller if 1.375 mills would be on target. Chief explained that by staying at the 1.375 they would still be below what they need for the total 205 Fund.   Chief explained the Board has to set this millage rate every year until special assessment ends, approximately 10 years.

Buller wished that we had more time to discuss this issue and questioned if Public Safety could be self-funded and what they would need to become. Chief Olson commented that they would need more than 1.5 mills probably closer to 8 mills to be self-funded.

Gunning would like to see us keep this millage as low as we possibly can.

There were a lot of questions on what the cost difference would be on the different millage rates so Mike Leslie gave the Board and the public these numbers: 1.275 would generate around $40199 with approximately $63.75 per year on a $100,000 dollar house, 1.375 would generate $43200 with approximately $68.75 per year on a $100,000 dollar house, and finally 1.5 would generate $47286 with approximately $75.75 per year on a $100,000 dollar house.
 
There was discussion on what this millage covered, it was explained that this was a general operating millage for the 205 fund and is used for uniforms, wages and operational expenses.  Any excess that is left over at budget year end goes into 205’s fund equity.

Chief Olson explained that the cost of everything has increased especially Consolidated Dispatch which went from around $184,000 to $216,000 in one year, and the cost of Health Care continues to rise yearly by at least 20 percent.

Chief Olson offered his recommendation only saying that ultimately the decision is up to the Board on where to set the millage. Olson understands that this is not one of the most popular issues (Special Assessment Millage) due to the recall that happened as a direct effect of its origination. This makes this millage a very touchy issue still.

Public comment on charging a resident that abuses Public Safety by calling 911 more than three times for non-emergency issues.

There was much discussion on this Special Millage with the Board Members and the public about the pros and cons of raising the Millage.
