November was another busy month for the Department of Public Safety.  We saw our first snow of the winter and the traffic crashes rose from the previous month.  Black Friday was busy and again, I want to remind everyone to secure their Christmas shopping presents in their trunks or another secure area.  Thanks to Tim, Steve and Rachelle for coming out to the meeting with the Harper Creek School Board media release of the nearly $250,000 Cops Grant that we received to help further secure our schools.  We truly enjoy a great relationship with the schools and their administration.  Finally, we are preparing for the legalization of recreational marijuana and this is going to introduce new challenges for Public Safety and recommend that the Board establish a moratorium as mentioned earlier.

Fortunately, our fire calls were nearly identical from the month of October and we had no reported structure fires.  I want to emphasize that everyone should take extra care and caution during the Christmas season to minimize fire dangers. 

We are setting up for our 7th annual Shop With A Cop program that starts Saturday, we have about 75 kids this year to take to Wal-Mart.

It will allow redaction to make sure we are in compliance with the law. Hill asked if they do the redaction. Olson responded that we have to do it ourselves but we have the tools. Olson went ot to say that this will save us the expense of a $30,000 upgrade to the server for storage space. Hill asked about the storage space, how long they keep the data and is it backed up. Olson responded that there is all the space we need and storage is for 90 days unless there is something we want to flag whereas it will be saved indefinitely and yes, it is backed up. Myers questioned if it was in the budget, response was yes the 205 fund because it is an operational expense.

Olson commented that both cars being replaced are 2015s and have over 80,000 miles on them and would be sold using Biddergy . The cars would be funded through the 206 fund. RESOLUTIONS AND PROCLAMATIONS-
Ordinance # __2__ of 2018  MORATORIUM ON RECREATIONAL MARIJUANA.
Hill explained that this would be an ordinance to amend the Township Code of Ordnances to impose a temporary six month moratorium on Marijuana establishments. Hill read the entire proposed ordinance to the Board and public (a full copy is on file with the Township Clerk). Chief Olson’s response to a question from Gunning was that the State of Michigan has no rules or regulations at this point so this ordinance will stop a Mom and Pop shop from opening up tomorrow and a follow up was that the State will probably not be accepting applications for about a year. Dougherty questioned a resident as to if this ordinance would affect his business, he responded that this is a good move by the Township and has no effect on medicinal Marijuana, the Township is essentially opting out of recreational Marijuana for six months to give the State time to promulgate the rules.
